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HOMEWORK POLICY

Rationale

This policy outlines the expectations of the school community in relation to homework at Laguna Public School. We believe that children’s success at school is greatly enhanced by the quality of relationships between teachers, students and parents. 
At Laguna we see the benefits of homework as follows:

· Involves parents in their child’s learning;

· Informs parents of topics being taught;

· Reinforces student skills and understanding of topics;

· Promotes the idea of lifelong learning, in that learning doesn’t begin and end at the school gates;

· Prepares students for high school, where students are required to be organised and to have developed time management skills.
Any homework issued to students will accord to the following principles:

· Homework will be relevant, age-appropriate and support classroom learning;

· Homework will be varied and challenging, but achievable;

· Expectations will be clearly communicated to students;

· Homework will not introduce learning outcomes not already addressed in class;

· Homework will be considerate of students’ outside of school hours commitments, and;
· Homework will take into account student access to resources and technology beyond school.

Objectives – Policy Statement

This policy is designed to communicate clearly to the school community the rationale behind homework at Laguna Public School. The policy will be made available to the school community through the school office and school website, and made available to new families on enrolment.
Implementation

The expectations upon students in terms of homework will depend upon the Year level they are in.

· K-1. Students will be given home readers to be read at home at an appropriate level. Students may also be given sets of sight words and letter-sound cards. Year 1 students may be given spelling and numeracy activities. Time spent completing homework should not exceed more than 10 minutes per evening.
· 2/3. Students will be given home readers to be read on a nightly basis. Spelling and maths homework will be given out. Time spent completing homework should not exceed more than 15 minutes per day.
· 4/5/6 students will be expected to read at home on a daily basis. Spelling and maths homework will be given out each week. One project will be given out each term. Time spent completing homework should not exceed 20 minutes per day.

· Completed homework assignments will be recorded in an assessment folder. Students consistently failing to complete homework tasks will have a note sent home informing parents. 
Monitoring, Evaluation and Review

This policy was revised after consideration of a parent survey (2015), to which 27 of 42 families responded. When asked how important parents thought homework was for their child’s success at school, 85% of responses indicated Very Important or Important. When asked how relevant parents thought homework was to their child’s studies at school, 93% indicated Very Relevant, Relevant, or Moderately Relevant. School staff then met to review the survey results and agree upon a school approach.
The policy will be reviewed towards the end of the school plan cycle, in late 2017. Teachers, parents and students will be involved in reviewing the homework policy.
